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CITY OF SULTAN COUNCIL MEETING - June 21, 2007

The special meeting of the Sultan City Council was called to order in the Sultan Community
Center by Mayor Tolson. Councilmembers present: Champeaux, Wiediger, Slawson, Seehuus,
Flower, Blair and Boyd.

Executive Session: On a motion by Councilmember Seehuus, seconded by Councilmember
Boyd, the Council adjourned to executive session for forty five minutes to discuss personnel
matters and potential litigation. All ayes.

ACTION ITEMS:

Prothman Contract — Interim Police Services: The City is in need of an interim police chief to
temporary fill the position while the current Chief is on paid administrative leave. The original
proposal was for full time service which would cost the city $9,000 per month. To reduce the
cost, the recommendation is to use a management team approach and use existing personnel for
day to day operations and use the interim for oversight only. Brief discussion was held regarding
the need for extra hours during the Shindig, costs and updating the job description for the Police
Chief position. On a motion by Councilmember Flower, seconded by Councilmember
Champeaux, the Mayor was authorized to sign a contract with Prothman for interim on-call Police
Chief services for 12 hours per week. All ayes.

Atiorney Contract — Special Services: Due to the legal investigations in the police department
and potential litigation, the City needs to retain special legal counsel. The contract amount is not
‘to exceed $15,000 without prior Council approval. On a motion by Councilmember Slawson,
seconded by Councilmember Wiediger, the Mayor was authorized to sign a retainer agreement
with Schwimmer First LLP for special legal counsel services for $15,000. All ayes.

Adjournment: On a motion by Councilmember Boyd, seconded by Councilmember Blair, the
meeting adjourned at 7:35 PM. '
